[bookmark: _GoBack]Staff and the Planning Commission will discuss a proposed amendment to the Wireless Communication Facilities section of the Zoning Ordinance.  The initial consideration by the Planning Commission has been to amend the ordinance to allow any WCF 199 feet tall or less to be a permitted use in certain zoning districts. 

Staff will seek guidance from the Planning Commission on the current policy for Short-Term Rentals (think Airbnb), which currently is considered under the “Bed and Breakfast” land use.  

Bed and Breakfast is defined by the Appomattox County Zoning Ordinance as “ a dwelling in which not more than 5 bedrooms are provided for overnight guests for compensation, on daily or weekly basis, with or without meals.”

An alternate use/definition currently in the Appomattox County Zoning Ordinance is for “Boardinghouse”.  This is defined as “a building where, for compensation, lodging and meals are provided for at least five (5) and up to fourteen (14) unrelated persons, where no cooking or dining facilities are provided in individual rooms and in which the length of stay usually exceeds one (1) week in duration.
