FY 2016 Annual Financial Report - Paul Lee, CPA
Mr. Paul Lee, CPA, Robinson, Farmer, Cox Associates requested to appear before the Board to present the FY-2016 Annual Financial Report. 
Mr. Lee came forward and reviewed the FY-2016 audit and stated that overall it was a good audit and commended staff on getting all the needed information together and prepared for review.
Mr. Lee reported that he was able to remove last year’s material weakness due to the County hiring a consultant to complete the needed work before they came to perform the actual audit.
After comments, Chairman Carter thanked Mr. Lee for coming and providing an update to the Board on the FY-2016 audit.
ACTION ITEMS
Appomattox Raiders Football Team State Champions Resolution

Chairman Carter stated that the Appomattox County High School "Raiders" Football Team claimed the Virginia High School League 2A State Championship Title for the second consecutive year on December 10, 2016.  The Board has invited the players and coaches to be recognized for their outstanding representation of Appomattox County.
Chairman Carter stated that staff recommends adopting the attached resolution recognizing the Appomattox County High School Football Team's State Championship Title. The Team and Coaches were present to accept the resolution and to be recognized for their outstanding accomplishments.
The following resolution was read by Chairman Carter:
Resolution Honoring the 2016 Appomattox Raiders Football Team
Back-To-Back VHSL Class 2A State Champions

Whereas, the Appomattox Raiders Football Team ended the 2016 regular season undefeated with wins over Buckingham, Rustburg, Heritage, William Campbell, Gretna, Dan River, Altavista, Nelson, Chatham and Amherst; and

Whereas, the Appomattox Raiders Football Team defeated Virginia High School by the score of 63-12 and Giles High School by the score of 45-14 in the VHSL 2A West Regionals; and

Whereas, the Appomattox Raiders Football Team defeated Union High School by the score of 43-0 and Goochland High School by a score of 45-13 in the first two rounds of the VHSL State Tournament; and

Whereas, the Appomattox Raiders Football Team defeated Richlands High School by a score of 42-7 in the Class 2A State Championship Game held at Salem Stadium in Salem, Virginia on Saturday, December 10, 2016 to claim the program’s second consecutive VHSL State Championship; and 

Whereas, the dedicated players and coaches were led to 30 straight victories over two seasons by Head Coach Doug Smith, who was nominated and then selected as one of two winning coaches in U.S. Cellular’s nationwide Most Valuable Coach program.  

And now, therefore, be it resolved, that with great pride, the Appomattox County Board of Supervisors does hereby honor the Appomattox Raiders Football Team for completing its second straight undefeated season and for claiming back-to-back 
VHSL Class 2A State Championships.

And be it further resolved, that the Board commends the players, coaches and others involved with upholding the character of student athletics while showcasing to the world the ultimate Power of One.

COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS
Library Board of Trustees
Chairman Carter stated that an appointment of a representative from the Wreck Island District to fill the vacancy on the Library Board of Trustees is needed.  The Term for this appointment is a 4-year term that will end on December 31, 2020.
Chairman Carter stated that staff recommends appointing a Wreck Island District representative to fill the Library Board of Trustees vacancy (4-year term ending December 31, 2020).
Mr. Moody reported that he has not been able to find anyone interested in serving in this capacity from his district.
Mr. Millner suggested that staff run an advertisement in the newspaper to see if someone is interested.  There was discussion as to if members of the Library Board need to be appointed from each district.  Mr. Higginbotham stated that he would research the trustee handbook to see if members must represent each district.
Mr. Hogan suggested that the same advertisement that was going to be placed in the newspaper, also be posted at the Library.  Mr. Higginbotham stated that he would post on the bulletin board.
Planning Commission (Piney Mountain District)
Chairman Carter asked the Board to please consider the appointment of a Piney Mountain District representative for a 4-year term ending December 31, 2020.  Ms. Sara Carter currently represents the Piney Mountain District and does not wish to be reappointed.  Ms. Carter requests the Board's consideration to appoint Ms. Annie Trent to serve as the Piney Mountain District representative for a 4-year term.
Chairman Carter stated that staff recommends considering Ms. Carter's request to appoint Ms. Annie Trent to represent the Piney Mountain District for a 4-year term ending December 31, 2020.
After lengthy discussion on the Board possibly having a non-voting member to serve on the Planning Commission.  Ms. Carter stated that she would be willing to serve in the non-voting capacity if the Board wished to establish that change.
Ms. Carter made a motion to appoint Ms. Annie Trent to the Planning Commission to represent the Piney Mountain District.  Mr. Hogan seconded Ms. Carter’s motion. Chairman Carter called for a vote: Chairman Carter, aye; Ms. Carter, aye; Mr. Hogan, aye; Mr. Millner, aye; Mr. Moody, aye.
Mr. Hogan made a motion to appoint Ms. Carter as a non-voting member of the Planning Commission to represent the Board of Supervisors with term being her election term. Economic Development Authority
Chairman Carter asked the Board to please consider the reappointment of James "Buddy" Connor for another 4-year term ending December 31, 2020.  Mr. Connor is willing to serve another term if reappointed.

Ms. Adams explained that with the Special Election on Tuesday it would be over five weeks before payment would be made to the poll workers.

Ms. Adams introduced the newly hired County Attorney Thomas Lacheney. She explained that Mr. Lacheney would work from the County office every Wednesday from 8:30 – 11:30. She explained that these hours can be changed if necessary.

Ms. Adams reported that the transition with the Lynchburg Humane Society went very smoothly and she continues to keep close communication with the director.   Ms. Adams reported that there is one full time staff member and one part-time staff member who will be working at the shelter.  Ms. Adams reported that they have already helped with several rescues.

Ms. Adams stated that Mr. Wingfield, Public Safety Director will be sending the Board members an email which will identify all changes to the updated EOP that will need to be voted on at the next meeting.

Ms. Adams reminded the Board of a scheduled joint meeting with Town Council on Thursday, January 19, 2017.  

Ms. Adams asked Board members to check their calendars to see if January 31, 2017 would be probable for them to hold a work session to discuss the CIP and County properties.  

Ms. Adams reminded the Board of the Rural Caucus Dinner and meeting and asked them to contact Vicky Phelps so that reservations can be made.

Ms. Adams reminded the Board that she would be on vacation and out of town January 26th and January 27th.

Ms. Adams complimented Mr. Watkins and Mr. Johnson for clearing the parking lots and sidewalks during the past snow storm.

Mr. Moody thanked Ms. Carter for continuing to address storm water issues.  He also asked staff to have a card sent to a Board member in Middlesex County who is undergoing medical treatments.

Mr. Hogan stated that he was saddened to hear of the fire that destroyed Morning Star Baptist Church and stated that the congregation will remain in his prayers.

Ms. Carter stated that she had spoken with someone who has family that has been helped by Long Term Recovery Group and that was good to hear.

Mr. Millner stated that he had been contacted by several citizens in his district with regards to getting high speed internet supplied to their area.
