CITIZEN PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD
Ms. Linda Lipscomb came forward and stated her address as 147 Maple Street, Appomattox.  Ms. Lipscomb stated that her purpose for addressing the Board was to announce that she would be retiring from the Museum of Confederacy as of March 31, 2017.  Ms. Lipscomb stated that she has enjoyed working with the Board and that she will continue to live in Appomattox County as she has grown to love this community.
Board members thanked Ms. Lipscomb for her services and wished her well with her retirement.
APPEARANCES
Rev. Scott Curtis representing the Long Term Recovery Group came forward and stated that Rev. Adam Tyler who is Chairman of the Long Term Recover Group was unable to attend the meeting; he then provided the board with a detailed report of all activities and services that have been provided by the Long Term Recovery Group to the citizens affected by the February 2016 tornado.
Rev. Curtis explained that the Long Term Recovery Group remains active and continues to work with citizens. Rev. Curtis called for any questions or concerns from the Board.
The Board thanked Rev. Curtis for providing an update and thanked the Long Term Recovery Group for their time and dedication to helping those in need after the tornado crisis.

Ms. Kelly Hitchcock came forward and stated that she was here with Region 2000 on behalf of Matt Perkins and Gary Christie.  Ms. Hitchcock stated that she would like to announce to the Board that Appomattox County has been awarded $876,760 from the Department of Housing and Community Development.  She stated that these funds will be utilized to help those recover/ rebuild that were affected during the tornado.
Ms. Hitchcock stated that DHCD will be contacting the County with negotiations after the environmental review which is now in progress. The County will receive a letter of announcement and pull together a team to begin the application process.  She stated that Region 2000 will provide the County with draft documents to be completed and once all is in place, it will be time to start spending down the money.
Ms. Hitchcock called for comments or questions.  Chairman Carter thanked Region 2000,		  Matt Perkins and Gary Christie for work that has been put towards helping our community.
Mr. Bobby Wingfield, Public Safety Director came forward and discussed the updated Emergency Operations Plan that was distributed to the Board at an earlier date.  He called for questions and concerns from the board.
Chairman Carter called the scheduled public hearing to order at 7:00 p.m.
Chairman Carter stated that a public hearing is needed to hear petition 17-0049 New Energy Ventures Inc. (applicant), A&S Investments, Inc. (owner) who has applied for a conditional use permit to operate a solar farm (resource extraction) property located off of Richmond Highway near Evergreen, Virginia.  The property is zoned A-1, Agricultural Zoning District and is identified as Tax Map Identification Number 78 (A) 17.  The project will utilize approximately 82 acres of any approximately 113.7-acre parcel. 
Chairman Carter called for public comment.
Mr. Jack Stern with New Energy Ventures Inc. provided a power point presentation to further explain the proposed solar farm project. (Power point presentation filed in February 2017 board file).  After the presentation he called for and answered questions/concerns from the Board.
Mr. George Almond came forward and stated his address as 304 Dabney Lane, Pamplin, Virginia.  He stated that he lives approximately 2-1/2 miles from the proposed project site. Mr. Almond stated that he is not opposed to solar energy or the chosen site for the project.  He stated that his concern is what happens 25 years down the road and the panels go bad or there is no longer a business and the site needs care.  He questioned who would be responsible?  He stated that he feels New Ventures should look at the Industrial Park for their project.
Mr. Roark, Community Development Director came forward and answered questions and concerns from the Board. He explained that the Planning Commission voted on recommendations in the provided report and since that time Option B in the report has addressed the bond issue.  He stated that to answer Mr. Almonds concern, DEQ will hold the owner responsible, because the owner is who must be permitted by DEQ.

Chairman Carter called for public comment on the second petition 17-0052 Michael A Henderson (owner) who has applied for a conditional rezoning of property at 1098 Oakville Road near Appomattox, Virginia The property is currently zoned A-1, Agricultural Zoning District.  The proposed zoning is Conditional B-1, General Commercial Zoning District.  The proposed use is a contractor yard.  The property is also identified as Tax Map Identification Number 63 (A) 86 and is 1.5 acres in size.
Chairman Carter called for public comment.
Mr. Kenneth Henderson came forward and stated his address as 1110 Oakville Road, Appomattox, Virginia.  Mr. Henderson stated that he has no problem with this request and it is beside his residence.  He stated that this business is an asset to the County.
Hearing no further comment, Chairman Carter closed the public hearing at 7:36 p.m.
ACTION ITEMS
Resolution for Emergency Operations Plan
Chairman Carter stated that the Emergency Operations Plan has been provided for review and to consider for adoption.  He stated that the following Resolution has been provided for consideration for approval of Appomattox County's updated Emergency Operations Plan for 2017 as presented by Mr. Bobby Wingfield, Emergency Services. 
Promulgation of Appomattox County’s Emergency Operations Plan

By virtue of the authority vested in me as Appomattox County Administrator and as the administrator ultimately responsible for emergency management of Appomattox County.  I hereby promulgate and issue the Appomattox County Emergency Operations Plan (“the Plan”) dated February 2017. The Plan provides for Appomattox County’s response to emergencies and disasters in order to save lives; to protect public health, safety, and property; to restore essential services; and to enable and assist with economic recovery.

The Plan complies with the Code of Virginia 44.146.19 and Commonwealth of Virginia Emergency Services and Disaster Law of 2000, as amended and is consistent with the National Incident Management System as implemented in the National Response Framework adopted January 2008.

The Appomattox County Director and Coordinator of Emergency Management, on behalf of the Appomattox County Administration, are hereby authorized to activate the Appomattox County Emergency Operations Center (“EOC”) in order to direct and control Appomattox County emergency operations. Augmentation of the EOC shall constitute implementation of the Plan.

Furthermore, the Appomattox County Coordinator of Emergency Management is hereby authorized, in coordination with the County Administrator, to amend the Plan as necessary to ensure the continued health and safety of the residents and property of Appomattox County.

Assigned in the Plan, the head of each designated county department or agency shall appoint a lead and at least one alternate for the department or agency. 

This Promulgation shall be effective upon its signing and shall remain in full force and effect until amended or rescinded by further promulgation.

Resolution
Emergency Operations Plan


WHEREAS the Board of Supervisors of Appomattox County, Virginia recognizes the need to prepare for, respond to, and recover from natural and manmade disasters; and

WHEREAS Appomattox County has a responsibility to provide for the safety and well-being of its citizens and visitors; and

WHEREAS Appomattox County has established and appointed a Director and Coordinator of Emergency Management.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Appomattox County, Virginia, this Emergency Operations Plan as revised is officially adopted, and

IT IS FUTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED that the Director of Emergency Management, or his/her designee, are tasked and authorized to maintain and revise as necessary this document over the next four (4) year period or until such time be ordered to come before this board.

Mr. Hogan made a motion to adopt the resolution as presented.  Mr. Moody seconded Mr. Hogan’s motion. Chairman Carter called for a vote: Chairman Carter, aye; Ms. Carter, aye; Mr. Hogan, aye; Mr. Millner, aye; Mr. Moody, aye.


Appomattox County-Town of Farmville 911 Mapping Display Project
Chairman Carter stated for consideration of approval is the Geo-Comm contract for Appomattox County & Town of Farmville 911 Mapping Display Project to not exceed the grant amount of $350,000. This project will allow 911 Dispatchers to locate 911 callers in both Prince Edward County, Appomattox County and the Town of Pamplin for emergency calls. This project is paid by the Virginia E-911 services Board on a reimbursement basis. (copy of contract is on file in County Administrators office)
Ms. Adams reported that the County Attorney has reviewed and approved the presented contract. 
Mr. Hogan made a motion to approve the Geo-Comm contract for Appomattox County & the Town of Farmville 911 Mapping Display Project to not exceed the grant amount of $350,000. Mr. Millner, seconded Mr. Hogan’s motion. Chairman Carter called for a vote: Chairman Carter, aye; Ms. Carter, aye; Mr. Hogan, aye; Mr. Millner, aye; Mr. Moody, aye.
Resolution, 17-0049-New Energy Ventures, LLC/A & S Investments
Chairman Carter stated that a public hearing has been held and comments received.  Staff has prepared two resolutions for you to choose from.  Resolution A has the Planning Commission recommendation with the three conditions. This recommendation was made by a 6-1 (Almond dissenting) vote.  Resolution B incorporates the Planning Commission recommendation plus adds three additional conditions based on feedback from the Planning Commission and citizen concerns.  The additional conditions relate to buffering, fencing, and a decommissioning bond.

RESOLUTION GRANTING A
CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT (17-0049) IN THE APPOMATTOX RIVER DISTRICT FOR A 7 S INVESTMENTS (PROEPRTY OWNER), NEW ENERGY VENTURES LLC(APPLICANT) TO LOCATE A SOLAR FARM OFF OF RICHMOND HIGHWAY IN EVERGREEN, VIRGINIA

WHEREAS, A & S Investments (Property Owner), New Energy Ventures LLC (Applicant) has applied for a conditional use permit to operate a solar farm off of Richmond Highway, near Morningstar Road.  The property zoning is A-1, Agricultural Zoning District.  The property is further identified as Tax Map Identification Number 78 (A) 17 is located on the north side of Richmond Highway near the intersection of Morningstar Road in the Evergreen community; and 
WHEREAS, the land use “Solar Farm (Resource Extraction)” is a conditional use within the A-1, Agricultural Zoning District; and
WHEREAS, the petition was referred to the Planning Commission, which held a duly advertised and noticed public hearing on February 13, 2017, and the Planning Commission received no opposing comments from the general public; and 
WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, weighed these comments and found for reason of public necessity, convenience, general welfare, and good zoning practice, to recommend approval of the Conditional Use Permit petition with three conditions; and 
WHEREAS, condition number 1 states “The project will generally conform to the sketch drawing marked as “Exhibit A” and submitted with the petition January 23, 2017.  “; and 
WHEREAS, condition number 2 states “All applicable local, state, and federal laws will be followed as necessary.”; and
WHEREAS, condition number 3 states “At the end of the project “life cycle”, all equipment, including panels, mounts, etc. will be removed and the property returned to its previous state as productive farmland.”; and
WHEREAS, after additional consideration by the Board of Supervisors, the Board decided to place additional conditions on the permit, and 
WHEREAS, condition number 4 states “The petitioner shall install a security fence around the solar energy farm that is a minimum of six (6) feet in height.” ; and 
WHEREAS, condition number 5 states “The setback area, 50 feet on the front (portion facing Richmond Highway) and 25 feet side/rear, shall be maintained as a vegetative buffer.  The existing vegetation within the setback area may serve as a sufficient buffer with infill areas, as needed, determined by the Zoning Administrator at the time of construction.  The security fence shall be permitted within the setback area.” ; and 
WHEREAS, condition number 6 states “If the solar energy farm is inactive, completely or substantially discontinuing the delivery of electricity to an electrical grid for a continuous twenty-four (24) month period, it shall be considered abandoned.  The petitioner shall provide written notice to County staff immediately upon the site becoming inactive and/or shutting down operation.  The current owner of the  project (“Project Owner”) shall remove the facilities (“decommissioning”) within six (6)  months of receipt of notice from the County (“County Notice”).  If the facility is not removed within the specified time after the County Notice, the County may cause the removal of the solar energy farm with costs being borne by the Project Owner.  Unless the solar energy farm is owned by a public utility in the Commonwealth of Virginia, the costs of decommissioning shall be secured by an adequate surety in a form agreed to by the County Attorney.  If the solar energy farm is sold to any entity that is not a public utility, then the Conditional Use Permit shall not transfer to the purchaser until such time as the adequate surety is provided. 
If a surety is required, the cost estimates of the decommissioning shall be updated every five (5) years and provided to the Zoning Administrator.  At its option, the County may require the surety amount be increased based on the net cost of decommissioning.”; and 
WHEREAS, the petition has been duly advertised and noticed for Public Hearing before the Board of Supervisors on February 21, 2017, with said Public Hearing being held and comments received; and 
WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors finds that the proposed use is consistent with the comprehensive plan, the zoning ordinance, and good zoning practice and would generally promote the health, safety, and general welfare of the public;
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Board of Supervisors, having added three additional conditions, hereby grants 17-0049 A & S Investments (property owner), New Energy Ventures LLC (applicant) to locate a solar farm in concurrence with the recommendation of the Planning Commission.
Ms. Carter made a motion to approve Resolution B with additional conditions as explained by Mr. Roark.  Mr. Hogan seconded Ms. Carter’s motion. Chairman Carter called for a Roll Call Vote: Chairman Carter, aye; Ms. Carter, aye; Mr. Hogan, aye; Mr. Millner, aye; Mr. Moody, aye.
Ordinance, Conditional Rezoning 17-0052 Michael A. Henderson
Chairman Carter stated that a public hearing has been held and comments received.  The Planning Commission voted 6-0 (Almond abstain) to recommend approval of the Conditional Rezoning of 1.5 acres from A-1, Agricultural Zoning District to B-1, General Commercial Zoning District with acceptance of the proffer statement provided by Mr. Henderson.
Conditional Rezoning Application (Piney Mountain District) for Michael A. Henderson, who is seeking to conditionally rezone 1.5 acres from A-1, Agricultural Zoning District to B-1, General Commercial Zoning District, located on Oakville Road, near the intersection of McKenna Lane in the Appomattox community.

AN ORDINANCE TO CONDITIONALLY REZONE 1.5 ACRES LOCATED ON OAKVILLE ROAD AND IDENTIFIED AS A PORTION OF TAX PARCEL IDENTIFICATION NUMBER 63 (A) 86 FROM A-1 AGRICULTURAL ZONING DISTRICT, TO B-1, GENERAL COMMERCIAL ZONING DISTRICT. 
WHEREAS, the owner of the subject property has petitioned for the conditional rezoning from A-1, Agricultural Zoning District to B-1, General Commercial Zoning District, of 1.5 acres located on Oakville Road and otherwise known as Tax Parcel Identification Number 63 (A) 86 and shown as part of the application submitted for this petition; and 
WHEREAS, the proposed conditional rezoning was advertised and neighboring landowners were notified as required by Virginia Code §15.2-2204, §15.2-2285, and §15.2-1427(F) and the proposed conditional rezoning has undergone properly advertised public hearings by the Planning Commission on February 13, 2017 and by the Board of Supervisors on February 21, 2017; and
WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, at its regular meeting on February 13, 2017, voted to recommend approval of the petition with the proffer statement dated January 27, 2017 (6-0, Almond abstain); and 
WHEREAS, Proffer number one states that all permitted uses in the B-1 zoning district are hereby proffered out, thereby making them unlawful, except for construction yard, contractor yard, consumer repair services, custom manufacturing, general office, landscaping & lawn care services, min-warehouse; and 
WHEREAS, Proffer number two states that all conditional uses in the B-1 zoning district are hereby proffered out, thereby making them unlawful, except  for Brewery/Distillery, Multi-family dwelling, Two-family dwelling (duplex) and stating that conditional uses are subject to further approval by the Board of Supervisors and that all other uses listed are not allowed subject to the amendment of the proffer statement; and
WHEREAS, the Board has carefully considered the report, recommendation of the Planning Commission, the presentation of staff, and the comments during the public hearings; and 
WHEREAS, the Board has determined that the requested conditional rezoning meets the goals and objectives of the Comprehensive Plan and the purposes of the Zoning Ordinance; and
WHEREAS, the Board finds that the public necessity, convenience, general welfare, or good zoning practice requires adoption of an ordinance to amend the zoning district classification of the subject property.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF APPOMATTOX COUNTY, VIRGINIA that in consideration of the report and recommendation from the Planning Commission, the presentation of staff, and the public hearings held by the Board of Supervisors and the Planning Commission, the proposed conditional rezoning is hereby granted, subject to the proffers stated herein, and 1.5 acres of Tax Parcel Identification Number 63 (A) 86, as described herein, is hereby conditionally rezoned from A-1, Agricultural Zoning District to B-1, General Commercial Zoning District; and 
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the County’s Official Zoning Map shall be amended to reflect the change in zoning classification authorized by this ordinance and the Zoning Administrator is directed to amend the zoning district map to reflect the change in zoning classification authorized by this Ordinance. 
This Ordinance shall take effect immediately. 
Mr. Moody made a motion to approve the Conditional Rezoning of 1.5 acres from A-1, Agricultural Zoning District to B-1, General Commercial Zoning District with acceptance of the proffer statement provided by Mr. Henderson.  Ms. Carter seconded Mr. Moody’s motion. Chairman Carter called for a vote: Chairman Carter called for a vote: Chairman Carter, aye; Ms. Carter, aye; Mr. Hogan, aye; Mr. Millner, aye; Mr. Moody, aye.
