Chairman Carter called the meeting to order at 6:05 pm

Chairman Carter provided the invocation.

DISCUSSION
Ms. Adams and Ms. Phelps provided the Board with a budget review. 

Ms. Phelps explained that an increase was made to salaries and wages for the Board in the event they were to vote for an increase at a later date.

Ms. Phelps explained that included in all department budgets is a two percent salary increase beginning July 1, 2017, and a five percent increase in health insurance premiums.

After discussion, it was the consensus of the Board to include a two percent salary increase on the provided Compensation Board salaries only.

It was the consensus of the board to delete the requested costs included in the Electoral Board’s budget which would pay a moving company to move the voting machines during elections. After discussion on this matter it was the consensus of the board to have Ms. Adams to discuss this decision with Ms. Smith, Registrar. 

There was lengthy discussion on Constitutional Officers and employees and the County supplements that are provided.  

Ms. Adams explained that in the budget that was provided tonight, the compression amounts that are proposed to be given by Compensation Board have not been added.

After discussion on the Volunteer Fire Department budget it was the consensus of the Board to continue paying bills as in the past, however, to move all expenditures to one-line item for the Appomattox Volunteer Fire Department.

After discussion it was the consensus of the Board to give a $2,500-dollar donation to Central Virginia Alliance for Community Living. 

During discussion on the Sports Complex Mr. Moody mentioned that the Community Park grounds need some attention and also the soccer goals. 

After the Board completely reviewed all FY-18 budget requests and all questions and concerns were addressed, Ms. Carter made a motion to adjourn the budget work session at 9:02 p.m. Mr. Hogan seconded Ms. Carter’s motion.  Chairman Carter called for a vote: Chairman Carter, aye; Ms. Carter, aye; Mr. Hogan, aye; Mr. Millner, aye; Mr. Moody, aye.
