Chairman Carter called the meeting to order at 5:34 p.m.
Budget Discussion - Electoral Board
Chairman Carter stated that the Electoral Board has requested to meet with the Board to discuss the reductions that were made to their FY 2018 budget. He then called on Ms. Mary Turner to come forward and speak with the Board.
Ms. Turner came forward and provided the Board with a letter (board file) reviewing the reasons as to why the Electoral Board made the decision to hire a moving company to move all necessary election materials to the precincts the day prior to all elections.  She discussed the Electoral Boards reasons for not wanting County staff to move the election materials/equipment.
Ms. Turner stated that the $7000 that has been approved in their budget for professional services will not be enough funding. She stated that they have to date spent $6,600 but, it will not be enough to cover the upcoming year.
Ms. Turner stated that if given extra funds, she would be glad at the end of the fiscal to return all funds that are not spent.

Chairman Carter questioned if the Board wanted to schedule a work session to discuss these matters further. Ms. Turner stated that she would be glad to attend a work session to discuss further if needed.  
After discussion, it was the consensus of the Board to set a date to hold a work session for further discussion.  Mr. Pointer stated that the meeting would need to be held before May 31, 2017, as they need to have all paperwork completed and submitted to the State Board of Elections by  May 31, 2017. 
Hearing no further discussion, Chairman Carter thanked Ms. Turner and the Electoral Board for their services and information that was provided to the Board during the work session.
