[bookmark: _GoBack]The Appomattox County Board of Supervisors held a Regular Scheduled meeting on Monday, 
July 17, 2017 at 6:30 PM in the Board of Supervisors meeting room located at 171 Price Lane, Appomattox, Virginia.

After an approved motion by Ms. Carter to continue with the Work Session discussion regarding 
Carver Price projects. Chairman Carter called on Mr. John Spencer to provide the Board with an update on roofing projects on the old elementary school. Mr. Spencer came forward and explained that the roof over the auditorium and cafeteria was completed at an earlier date. Mr. Spencer provided an update on the remaining roof projects and explained that all roofing projects was put out for bid.  He reported that Chatham Roofing Solutions was the lowest bidder for all roof projects.  Mr. Spencer asked if the Board wished him to proceed with all or any of the roof projects at this time.  He explained that the bids were received over two months ago and there is a possibility that pricing had changed some. 

After discussion, Ms. Carter made a motion to proceed with repairing all four sections of the roof at the old elementary school as reported by Mr. Spencer. Mr. Carter seconded Ms. Carter’s motion. Chairman Carter stated that the Board now needed to develop the expectations of the building that will be re-roofed.

Ms. Annie Trent came forward and stated that Carver Price Alumni currently utilizes four rooms in the old elementary school building.  She stated that the auditorium project would depend on if the Board allows an extension of the lease period to get project completed.  

After discussion, Ms. Carter suggested a performance lease to make things happen.  She suggested that if all is pulled together and project completed then consider an automatic ten year lease.

Mr. Millner stated that Carver Price Alumni’s lease with the Board terminated September 2016, which is when they came as requested an extension.
Chairman Carter asked the Board if all are in agreement with the suggestion made by Ms. Carter to begin with a three-year performance lease.

After discussion of applying for a USDA grant, it was a consensus to have Ms. Adams make contact with a representative and arrange a meeting with all interested parties.
