Chairman Carter called the meeting to order at 5:35 p.m.

Setting of Agenda										    Added under the Consent Agenda for approval was carryover funds in the amount of $99.00 for 7301-5415 Sumer Reading Program.
Also added under action items was a motion for the County health insurance plan approval.
WORK SESSION
Electoral Board									         Chairman Carter stated that at the Board's May 2017 scheduled meeting, Ms. Mary Turner requested the Board to schedule a work session with the Electoral Board to discuss their FY-18 Electoral Board budget.
Ms. Turner came forward and asked what information does the Electoral Board need to provide to the Board in order to get an increase in their FY-18 budget?
Chairman Carter opened the floor for discussion.

Ms. Turner explained what services are paid from 1301-3002-Professional Services, which include coding of ballots, movers for the voting equipment who set up and return equipment to the Registrar’s office, etc.
Ms. Turner stated that at the end of FY-17 the Electoral Board returned $5,500 that was not spent and returned to the County’s general fund. 
Ms. Carter questioned if some of the $5,500 that was returned at the end of FY-17 was from a supplement that the Board had previously approved.
Ms. Carter stated that in looking at expenditures, it looks like they have doubled since Fiscal year 2014.
Ms. Turner stated that the Electoral Board has no control over salaries.
Ms. Carter stated that there have been increases in many services and we have to get the cost under control.
After Mr. Hogan questioned why County staff could not move the voting machines. There was lengthy discussion on having County personnel move the voting machines instead of paying movers. 
Following was lengthy discussion as to whether a county staff person could be designated on the day machines need to be moved and what vehicles will be available for use to that staff member. Ms. Turner requested that the Board please consider providing an additional $3,200 into the FY-18 Electoral Board budget.
Federal Lands Access Program (FLAP)
Chairman Carter stated that Ms. Kelly Hitchcock would be appearing to update the Board on the Federal Lands Access Program (FLAP).
Ms. Hitchcock came before the Board and provided an update on the Federal Land Access Program, which includes the County, Town and National Historical Park. She explained that funds have been awarded and she would need to verify the commitment of all parties.
After discussion, Ms. Carter made a motion to put forth $72,000 towards this project as the County’s part of the commitment.  Mr. Moody seconded Ms. Carter’s motion.  Chairman Carter called for a Roll Call Vote: Chairman Carter, aye; Ms. Carter, aye; Mr. Hogan, aye; Mr. Millner, aye; Mr. Moody, aye.
Ms. Carter stated that she does not want to see the County responsible for maintaining the trail.  She stated the County is doing their part by handling the financials.
CITIZEN PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD
Ms. Karen Angulo came forward and stated her address as Stonewall Road, Concord, Virginia.  Ms. Angulo encouraged the Board that if any requests are received to remove statues, monuments etc. to please resist this request.  She requested that if these requests are received and the Board is considering, please consider holding a public hearing on the issue.  She requested that the Board please maintain Appomattox County’s heritage and history.
APPEARANCES
Rick Butler, Virginia Department of Forestry
Chairman Carter stated that Mr. Rick Butler from the Virginia Department of Forestry requested to appear before the Board to present the annual report for Appomattox County.  
Mr. Butler came forward and provided his annual forestry report for the County of Appomattox.
Mr. Butler also reported that Appomattox County has currently had four fires, which has burnt approximately 21 acres.  He reported that Smokey the Bear continues to visit the school and in his 28 years of working with Virginia Forestry Department, a child has set only one fire.
Michael Womack, Forest Manager,
Virginia Department of Forestry
Mr. Womack, Forest Manager for the Virginia Department of Forestry came before the Board to present the County's annual payment. Before providing the annual payment check, Mr. Womack reported that they are currently working on collecting loblolly seedlings, which they use to replant.
Mr. Womack reported on receiving a grant to plant a turkey seed patch.
Mr. Womack reported that Mr. Richard Hollman retired after 48 years and they are in the process of filling his position.
Mr. Womack called for questions/comments or concerns. Hearing none, he presented the County with a check in the amount of $17,609.60.
Chairman Carter thanked Mr. Womack, and then introduced Mr. Mark Thomas who is with Southside Electric Representative.  Mr. Thomas came forward and reported that Southside Electric will be hosting a skeet shoot fundraiser at the Holiday Lake 4-H Center on October 7, 2017.  He extended an invitation to any of the Board members who would like to participate.
ACTION ITEMS
The Courtland Park Foundation, Inc. - Adoption of the Board of Directors and the Articles of Incorporation
Chairman Carter stated that the County Attorney has prepared the Articles of Incorporation and reviewed it with the Board at a prior meeting. Prior to the adoption of the Articles, the Board of Supervisors is to appoint the Board of Directors.  The Board recommended the appointments and the individuals have been contacted as well as accepted to serve for the term of August 21, 2017 thru December 31, 2017.  A motion to appoint these members is in order for the August 21, 2017 meeting.  After the Board is appointed, a request to adopt the Articles of Incorporation is in order.

ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
OF
THE COURTLAND PARK FOUNDATION, INC.
The undersigned, acting as the incorporator, adopts the following provisions to form a non-stock corporation under the provisions of the Virginia Nonstock Corporation Act.
ARTICLE 1.
Name
The name of this non-profit, non-stock corporation is the Courtland Park Foundation Inc. ("The Foundation").
ARTICLE 11.
Purposes
A. The purpose of the Foundation is to support the Appomattox County Parks and Recreation Department ("Department"), a department of Appomattox County ("County") government, by soliciting, from publicly and privately supported organizations, governmental units and the general public, funds and grants; and by receiving gifts and donations to be used to develop, maintain and operate Courtland Park (the "Park") in Appomattox County and to enhance the efforts of local government, in each case as is consistent with the exemptions of Section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended ("Internal Revenue Code").
B. In order to carry out its purposes, the Foundation shall have, at all times, a Memorandum of Understanding ("MOU") with the County that sets forth its mission and under which the Foundation will solicit, accept, or otherwise generate funds and operate the Park. Pursuant to the MOU with the County, the Foundation will remain responsible for approving expenditures of any and all funds received by the Foundation consistent with the purpose and mission of the Foundation, as provided by the MOU.
c.	The Foundation is organized exclusively for and will be operated exclusively for charitable and educational purposes, including, for such purposes, the making of distributions to organizations that qualify as exempt organizations under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal
Revenue Code (or the corresponding section of any future Federal tax code), All activities of the Foundation shall be lawful and shall fall within the scope of the exemption from federal income tax provided by Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code,
ARTICLE 111. Membership
The Foundation shall have no members.
ARTICLE IV.
Board of Directors and Officers
Section 4.1. Directors and Officers• Elections. The management of the property, affairs and business of the Foundation shall be vested in its Board of Directors. The Board of Directors shall consist of no more than seven (7) members. The Directors shall be appointed by the Board of Supervisors of Appomattox County. The appointed directors will be eligible for reappointment.
The Officers of the Foundation shall be selected by the Board of Directors. Elections will be held at the annual meeting. No individual shall be nominated or elected as a Director or Officer without his or her prior consent.

ARTICLE V.
Not for Profit/Non Stock
The business of the Foundation shall not be carried on for profit and the Foundation shall be a non-profit corporation as defined by the Internal Revenue Code. No Director or Officer shall be entitled to receive distributions by way of dividends or any other share of earnings from the Foundation.
No part of the net earnings of the Foundation shall inure to [he benefit of, or be distributable to its Directors, Officers or other private persons, except that the Foundation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in Article Il hereof
No substantial part of the activities of the Foundation shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the Foundation shall not participate in or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of, or in opposition to, any candidate for public office.
Notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles, the Foundation shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by a corporation or organization exempt from Federal income tax under Section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code or corresponding section of any future Federal tax code, or (b) by a corporation or organization, contributions to which are deductible under Section 	of the Internal Revenue Code or corresponding section of any future Federal tax code.
ARTICLE VI.
Distribution of Assets upon Dissolution
Upon the dissolution of the Foundation, assets shall be distributed to the Appomattox County Parks and Recreation Department for capital parks and recreation project(s), However, if the recipient named in the Bylaws or in these Articles is not in existence at the time of dissolution, or is no longer a qualified distributee at that time, or is unwilling or unable to accept the distribution at that time, then the assets of the Foundation shall be distributed to the Board of County Supervisors of Appomattox County to be used for public purposes.

ARTICLE Vlll. Indemnification
The Foundation shall have authority to indemnify its Directors and Officers who are made a party to any proceeding by reason of their acts or omissions performed in their official capacity to the fullest extent possible under the law of the Commonwealth of Virginia.
Ms. Carter made a motion to adopt the Courtland Park Foundation Articles of Incorporation as presented by the County Attorney. Mr. Moody seconded Ms. Carter’s motion. Chairman Carter called for a vote: Chairman Carter, aye; Ms. Carter, aye; Mr. Hogan, aye; Mr. Millner, aye; Mr. Moody, aye.
Courtland Festival Park Project
Chairman Carter stated the organizers of the Courtland Festival Park Project have previously pledged to make the new facility functional, if not completed, by Railroad Festival in October.  In order to help honor that pledge, both Phase 1 (grading, site work, landscaping) and Phase 2 (building construction) of the Courtland Festival Park were bid out this summer according to the Virginia Public Procurement Act.

Chairman Carter reported that four (4) bids were received for Phase 1, with the low bid being $185,173 by Coleman-Adams.  After Ms. Adams and Mr. Spencer consulted with Mr. Lacheney, a contract was signed with Coleman-Adams contingent on an affirmative vote by the Board of Supervisors at the August 21st meeting. 

Chairman Carter explained that four (4) bids were also received for Phase 2, with the low being $265,000 by J.E. Jamerson.  Mr. Lacheney has approved a contract, and said contract has been forwarded to J.E. Jamerson, but the contract has not been executed.  In both Phase I and Phase II, the contract was awarded to the lowest bidder.
 
Ms. Carter made a motion to approve the Coleman-Adams contract in the amount of $185,173 for Courtland Festival Park Phase 1 and J.E. Jamerson contract in the amount of $265,000 for Courtland Festival Park Phase 2.  The total price of the two contracts is $450,173.   Mr. Moody seconded Ms. Carter’s motion.  Chairman Carter called for comment.  Mr. Moody stated that he wanted it reflected in the minutes that the County and Town commitments are in the amount of $150,000.  He stated that all other funds would be provided by private donations.  Chairman Carter called for a Roll Call Vote: Chairman Carter, aye; Ms. Carter, aye; Mr. Hogan, aye; Mr. Millner, aye; Mr. Moody, aye.

COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS

J. Robert Jamerson Memorial Library Board of Trustees

Chairman Carter stated that the Wreck Island district and the Falling River district representations on the Library Board of Trustees are still currently vacant.

It was the consensus of the Board to table this item until the September meeting.
County Health Insurance Plan
Ms. Adams stated that after many months of working with Piedmont and Local Choice in considering a health care plan that provided the best health care and cost to the County and employees.  Ms. Adams stated that in comparison of the two proposals, she feels the best plan for County employees is the Local Choice Plan. She provided a brief explanation of the proposed plan with provided costs to the County and employee.  Ms. Adams asked the Board to consider the approval of the provided Local Choice plan proposal for the upcoming 2018 year.
Ms. Carter thanked Ms. Adams and staff for the effort put towards maintaining a good health plan at a low cost.  
Mr. Moody made a motion to adopt the Local Choice plan, which includes Delta Dental and a vision plan.  Mr. Hogan seconded Mr. Moody’s motion. Chairman Carter called for a Roll Call Vote: Chairman Cater, aye; Ms. Carter, aye; Mr. Hogan, aye; Mr. Millner, aye; Mr. Moody, aye.

ATTORNEY'S REPORT
Mr. Lacheney stated that he is currently working on a complaint regarding trash and debris. He questioned if the Board wished to discuss in open or closed meeting, He stated that it could be discussed in either depending on the Board’s preference.  It was the consensus of the Board to hear the issue in open session.

Supervisor Carter then explained that he had received a complaint regarding trash and debris at a home in an area within the County just outside of the Town limits.  He stated that he asked that the County Attorney to review the options to help remedy this situation.

Mr. Lacheney explained the following options that could be considered by the Board if they choose to address the trash and debris issue.

Mr. Lacheney stated that one option would be the Board could create a trash and debris ordinance, which would be Countywide.

Mr. Lacheney stated that another option would be to consider under Virginia Code Section 15.2-900 Abatement or removal of nuisances by localities, which must prove effects of possible health and safety issue. He stated that this would be no change of the law, but a must to convince the judge of the health and/or safety hazards.

Mr. Lacheney explained that another option would be the Board could establish a zoning district and designate tighter zoning districts. 

Mr. Lacheney stated that he would need authorization by the Board to execute a nuisance suit if that is something that the Board wishes to pursue.

Ms. Carter stated that she feels that the Board needed to start with the least possible actions.

Mr. Hogan stated that he would defer the blanket authority to pursue court until members of the Board has had an opportunity to see pictures and have more information, which should be addressed in a closed meeting.

After discussion, it was the consensus of the Board to have pictures and more information provided for review and then convene a closed meeting before making a decision of action.

ADMINISTRATOR'S REPORT
Ms. Adams provided the Board with a written administrative report. 

Ms. Adams distributed a handout regarding the VACo Board of Directors meeting.  Ms. Carter stated that she hoped that all Board members would attend this meeting since Appomattox County is hosting.

Chairman Carter called for questions or concerns regarding Ms. Adams Administrative Report.
