Chairman Carter called the Board of Supervisors joint meeting to order at 5:38 p.m.

DISCUSSION

During dinner, there was discussion of adding more joint meetings of the Board of Supervisors
and School Board to the annual meeting calendar. After discussion, it was suggested to schedule
a meeting in January, April and October.



After a brief discussion, Dr. Bennett stated it looked to be a consensus of both boards to tentatively
schedule three meetings annually and either Board would reserve the right to make changes as
necessary.

It was the consensus of the both boards to allow Susan Adams, County Administrator and Dr.
Bennett, Superintendent to work together to schedule the discussed meetings for the upcoming
annual calendar.

After a brief recess, The Board of Supervisors and the School Board moved to the Library for a
presentation by Dr. Bennett, School Superintendent.

Chairman Carter called the Appomattox County Board of Supervisors to order at 6:47 p.m. Vice-
Chair Smith called the School Board to order.

Vice-Chair Smith called for the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a moment of silence.
Vice-Chair Smith turned the meeting over to Dr. Bennett who provided a School Division Update.

Following Dr. Bennett’s presentation and all questions and concerns were addressed; Mr. Bill
Gillespie, MRG Consulting, provided a presentation on the benefits of using a PPEA when
considering a renovation/build of the Appomattox County High School. Mr. Gillespie was hired
by the Board of Supervisors to perform an assessment study of a future High School renovation.

After discussion of forming a PPEA committee, which would consist of two members of each
Board, Ms. Adams suggested that each Board at their next meeting, appoint two members to serve
on the mentioned committee.

Hearing no further discussion, Vice-Chair Smith invited the Board to attend their upcoming
Budget Comment Session to be held at the Board of Supervisors meeting room, 171 Price Lane,
Appomattox on November 29, 2018 at 5pm.

Mr. Hogan left the meeting to attend a previously scheduled Public Safety Meeting.

At 7:46 pm, Mr. Abbitt made a motion for the Board of Supervisors to recess to a closed meeting
at the County Administration office.
